OMB PART Findings and USGS Continued Performance Improvement
Lead/coordinate across government

· Geography prioritizes Federal imagery requirements and provides workshops on applications.
· Geologic Hazards program works across agencies to link impacts of performance measures in each agency.
· Coastal and Marine geology is developing measures for enhancements in provision of coastal and ocean mapping information across federal and non-federal agencies.
Improve delivery of data and research

· Energy Resources program redesigned Web site and enhanced delivery tools to improve accessibility.
· Mineral Resources program developed a Web-based data delivery system to improve accessibility and usability.
· Water information Collection and Dissemination program has a web site for distributing and visualizing water information and is working to improve data sharing with EPA systems.
· Water Resources is outlining program of study by the USGS Ground-Water Resources Program to improve our estimates of regional ground-water availability across the Nation.

Action Plans and Milestones
· The Department of the Interior (DOI) required that programs create milestones with target completion dates to track progress in completing the follow-up actions and the overall improvement plan.
· Progress for each milestone is tracked in the Office of Management and Budget’s PARTWeb milestone tracker.



· From 2002-2008, USGS on-time completions average 96 percent of milestones. 

· In 2009, USGS has 89 milestones associated with 30 follow-up actions.
