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PUBLICATIONS INVESTMENTS
The publications investments may be used for technical and scientific report publication expenses that span more than one fiscal year or that are too costly to expend in a single fiscal year. The investments may be used only for contractual services as described in budget object classes 24 – Printing and Reproduction; 25.2 – Other Services; and 25.3 – Purchase of Goods/Services from Government Accounts.  Services provided by the Enterprise Publishing Network (EPN) are considered a contractual relationship for the purposes of obtaining publication services.  Like services obtained from an outside vendor, funds deposited into the WCF may be used to buy those services from the EPN using the object classes referenced above.
An investment plan (IP) may be prepared for a single publication or group of publications with a cost of $10,000 or more.  An Information Product Plan Agreement (IPPA) must be submitted for each publication within the IP.  The IP amount must equal the summation of all referenced IPPA amounts.
