Employees who perform the following tasks, operations or jobs: Electrical grounding with cadmium welding; cutting, brazing, burning, grinding or welding on surfaces that were painted with hyphenate cadmium-containing paints; electrical work using cadmium-coated conduit; use of cadmium containing paints; cutting and welding cadmium-plated steel; brazing or welding with cadmium alloys; fusing of reinforced steel by cadmium welding; maintaining or retrofitting cadmium-coated equipment; and, wrecking and demolition where cadmium is present (unless not currently exposed in those tasks on 30 or more days per year).
Employees who might previously have been exposed in those tasks unless demonstrated did not work in jobs with cadmium exposure for more than 12 months.

	Hazardous Waste Operations and Emergency Response*

	Employees who are or may be exposed to hazardous substances or health hazards at or above the established permissible exposure limit, above the published exposure levels for these substances, without regard to the use of respirators, for 30 days or more a year.
All employees who wear a respirator for 30 days or more a year or as required by 1910.134.
Employees who are injured, become ill or develop signs or symptoms due to possible overexposure involving hazardous substances or health hazards from an emergency response or hazardous waste operation.
Members of an organized and designated HAZMAT team and hazardous materials specialist.

	Laboratories*

	Employees who develop signs or symptoms associated with a hazardous chemical or biological agent to which the employee may have been exposed in the laboratory.
Exposure monitoring reveals an exposure level routinely above the action level (or in the absence of an action level, the PEL) for an OSHA specific substance for which there are exposure monitoring and medical surveillance requirements.
Whenever an event takes place in the work area such as a spill, leak, explosion or other occurrence resulting in the likelihood of a hazardous exposure affected employees are provided an opportunity for a medical consultation.

	Lead*
Includes metallic lead, all inorganic lead compounds, and organic lead soaps. Excluded from this definition are all other organic lead compounds.

	Methylene Chloride (MC)*
Also known as Dichloromethane; DCM; Methylene dichloride; Methylene bichloride.
